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“Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; 

for they know not what they do. 

And they parted his raiment, and cast lots.” 
Luke 23:34 

 Fifty days later on the day of Pentecost in the temple at Jerusalem this prayer of Jesus for the forgiveness of the 

murderers of Jesus began to be fulfilled. They were not forgiven without knowing and acknowledging sin. They were made 

aware of their sin and given the opportunity to be forgiven if they were willing to repent and obey Jesus. 

Acts 2:22 “You men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among you by 

miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by him in the midst of you, as you yourselves also know: 23 Him, being 

delivered by the determinate counsel and foreknowledge of God, you have taken, and by wicked hands have crucified and 

slain: 24 Whom God has raised up, having loosed the pains of death: because it was not possible that he should be held of 

it.  25 For David speaks concerning him, I foresaw the Lord always before my face, for he is on my right hand, that I 

should not be moved: 26 Therefore did my heart rejoice, and my tongue was glad; moreover also my flesh shall rest in 

hope: 27 Because you will not leave my soul in Hades, neither will you suffer your Holy One to see corruption.  28 You 

have made known to me the ways of life; you shall make me full of joy with your countenance.  29 Men [and] brethren, let 

me freely speak to you of the patriarch David, that he is both dead and buried, and his sepulchre is with us to this day. 30 

Therefore being a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him, that of the fruit of his loins, according 

to the flesh, he would raise up Christ to sit on his throne; 31 He seeing this before spoke of the resurrection of Christ, 

that his soul was not left in Hades, neither his flesh did see corruption.  32 This Jesus has God raised up, whereof we all 

are witnesses.  33 Therefore being by the right hand of God exalted, and having received of the Father the promise of the 

Holy Spirit, he has shed forth this, which you now see and hear. 34 For David is not ascended into the heavens: but he said 

himself, The LORD said to my Lord, Sit you on my right hand, 35 Until I make your foes your footstool.  36 Therefore let 

all the house of Israel know assuredly, that God has made that same Jesus, whom you have crucified, both Lord and 

Christ.  37 Now when they heard [this], they were pricked in their heart, and said to Peter and to the rest of the apostles, 

Men [and] brethren, what shall we do? 38 Then Peter said to them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name 

of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.  39 For the promise is to you, 

and to your children, and to all that are afar off, [even] as many as the Lord our God shall call.  40 And with many other 

words did he testify and exhort, saying, Save yourselves from this untoward generation.  41 Then they that gladly 

received his word were baptized: and the same day there were added [to them] about three thousand souls.” 
 On that day of Pentecost the Jews were made to understand the sin they had committed fifty days before when they 

had crucified Jesus of Nazareth. Those who repented and were baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins 

were forgiven as God had promised through the prophet Joel. 

Acts 2: 21 “And it shall come to pass, [that] whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall be saved.” 

Jesus himself gave this plan for saving repentant baptized believers from sin.  

Mark 16: 15 “And he said to them, Go you into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.  16 He that 

believes and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believes not shall be damned.” 

When Jesus prayed for his ignorant murderers to be forgiven he was not suggesting that they could be forgiven 

while still ignorant of their sin. There is a process by which God forgives. That process is demonstrated in Acts 2. In order 

to be forgiven a sinner must repent. In order to repent a sinner must know what they have done that is wrong. In order to 

know what they have done that is wrong a sinner must know the revealed will of God because defining what is or is not sin 

is the prerogative of God alone.  

Matthew 28:19 “Go you therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the 

Son, and of the Holy Spirit: 20 Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am 

with you always, [even] to the end of the world. Amen.” 

The revealed will of God emphasizes knowing because there is no safety in ignorance; in ignorance is death.  

Matthew 13: 15 “For this people's heart is waxed gross, and [their] ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they 

have closed; lest at any time they should see with [their] eyes, and hear with [their] ears, and should understand with 

[their] heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them.” 
Job 13: 23 “How many [are] my iniquities and sins? Make me to know my transgression and my sin.”
