
 

 The Voice of Jesus of Nazareth the Only Begotten Son of God 
For two thousand years the voice of Jesus of Nazareth, the only begotten Son of God, has through the New Testament 

taught generation after generation to live in accordance with the will of the Eternal Creator of the universe. The message 

Jesus brought to earth changed the course of human thought, human history and human destiny. Jesus, as the long awaited 

Christ, set up His kingdom upon this earth. But His kingdom is not a kingdom of guns, spears, towers or fortresses, that 

burns, pillages or murders in order to have its way upon this earth. The kingdom of Jesus Christ is a kingdom of the hearts 

of humankind. The kingdom of Jesus Christ is not a kingdom of sticks and stones. The kingdom of Jesus Christ is a 

kingdom of thoughts and motives that are governed by the teachings that Jesus gave which are preserved for us in the New 

Testament. These teachings of Jesus Christ have not only dictated the thinking of the followers of Jesus Christ but also of 

His enemies. The power of the truth Jesus Christ taught drives His enemies to either be silent because they have no 

arguments that can stand against the truth that Jesus taught or to be violent in their determination to silence the truth He 

taught. Because their favorite false doctrines cannot stand in the face of the truth of the teachings of Jesus they are driven to 

silence the truth. Untruth has no defense against truth but to silence truth. That is why the enemies of Jesus sought to kill 

him and that is why the followers of Jesus suffer. Jesus Christ never engaged in violence Himself and never authorized His 

followers to engage in violence. When one of His followers, Simon Peter attempted to defend Jesus with a sword Jesus 

rebuked him, and healed the victim of Simon Peter’s misguided violent zeal. Those who have attempted to further the cause 
of Jesus Christ by such violent acts were not following the teachings of Jesus that are preserved in the New Testament and 

their efforts did not further the cause of Jesus Christ. Jesus Christ has never needed to be defended with violence. Jesus 

Christ is God the Son and is, and has always been, completely capable of defending Himself with all the violence needed if 

He so desires.  The power of Jesus Christ is demonstrated by the fact that without violence Jesus Christ has filled the globe 

with His teachings to the great good of all humankind. This remains true today in spite of the fact that many have made 

staunch and determined efforts to rid the earth of the teachings Jesus. Those that have made those efforts and their influence 

are gone but the teachings of Jesus remain the most powerful influence for absolute good on this planet. All of that in spite 

of the fact that many of those who have fought against Jesus have fought Him with violence while Jesus has never taught 

anything but peace. Judging from the examples of history up to today, the efforts of the enemies of Jesus are doomed to 
universal failure. To this date in history no kingdom that has put itself in opposition to Jesus Christ and His teachings has 

stood. The Old Testament prophet Daniel prophesied that this would be the case, and to this date it has been. Listen to the 

prophet as he, five hundred years before the event, states the word of the Creator of the universe. Daniel 2: 44 “And in the 

days of these kings shall the God of heaven set up a kingdom, which shall never be destroyed: and the kingdom shall not 

be left to other people, [but] it shall break in pieces and consume all these kingdoms, and it shall stand for ever.” That 

eternal kingdom is the kingdom of Jesus Christ the beginning of which is described in Acts 2. The continuing presence of 

the eternal peaceful kingdom of Jesus Christ on earth, in fulfillment of the ancient prophesies, stands as a proof of the 

existence of God and of the deity of Jesus Christ. Many powerful kingdoms, beginning with the Roman Empire, have 

fought with violence against Jesus Christ, His followers and His teachings. Those violent kingdoms are gone but as 

prophesied, the teachings of Jesus Christ, and the church of Christ that results from them, remains here on earth today. In 

view of the consistent message of the events of recorded history, as they have fulfilled the words that the Hebrew prophets 

preserved in the books of the Old Testament so long ago, why should any expect the situation of those today who fight with 

violence against Jesus Christ and His teachings to be any different from the situation of those who have done that in the 

past? What is going to make those today more successful against Jesus Christ and the truth He teaches than those have been 

who have opposed Jesus Christ and His teachings in the past? Who is going to make the prophecy of Daniel stop being 

true? They are all doomed to fail who attempt to destroy the eternal work of Jesus Christ on this earth, because God 

promised that the work of Jesus Christ is eternal. Those kingdoms of the past that fought against Jesus Christ and His 

teachings were consumed. Those kingdoms no longer exist. The peaceful kingdom of Jesus Christ, with no tanks, bombs, 
missiles, or bloodthirsty fighters to defend it or to extend it, continues to this day, but its violent enemies are gone. God is 

in control. God’s word is alive and powerful. Hebrews 4: 12 “For the word of God [is] quick, and powerful, and sharper
